June Safety Challenge

Focus on New Worker Training to Ensure Everyone’s Safety

In construction, people who have been on
the job for less than one year make up 48%
of workers’ comp claims. New workers
must learn how to work safely.

e Make safety a priority. Efficiency,
deadlines, and schedule all conflict
with job safety - but taking a
seemingly simple shortcut could end
a life. You might shave some time
from your schedule, or you might
shave off a finger. The choice 1s
obvious.

¢ Enforce regular breaks. Do not skip
scheduled breaks. Construction
work 1s demanding, especially in the
increased heat we’ll be seeing in the
coming months. Break times can
prevent fatigue, heat exhaustion, and
overexertion injuries.

e Stop and ask! Create an
environment where the new worker
1s encouraged to ask questions.
Make sure they understand
mstructions. Don’t embarrass new
workers if they don’t understand a
process or system right away.

e Make orientation interactive. Don’t
just go through the motions during
orientation. After formal training 1s
over, introduce real-world scenarios
and situations where things have
gone wrong. Ask them how they
would have done things differently
to prevent real safety incidents that
your company has experienced.
Focus on open-ended questions in
addition to the formal required
training materials.
